·  Mr. Roberts announced that the Central Florida Future retracted the false information that had stated that UCF had 200 layoffs.
· He stated that it is unknown if the federal stimulus bill will benefit Florida, therefore, there are no new budgetary items to report.

· No decisions have been made as to how the management of employment/unemployment issues will be handled, if progressively dire payroll concerns arise.  The university is considering all possible options regarding employment funding concerns, so that if action becomes necessary, this topic will be addressed in the best possible way.

Committee Reports:

UCF Parking Services Committee:  Jamie La Moreaux

·  Beginning in April 2009, some parking lots will be closing or get re-arranged.  H1 & H2 will close and the reserved spots and handicapped spots will be relocated.  H3 (Faculty and Staff Parking) will move to the back of H4.

· After September 2009, H1 & H2 will re-open and the moved spots will be put back.  H3 will remain closed as a staging area for the Performing Arts I Complex.

Research Committee:
 Bill Scoltock accepted appointment of chair for the Research Committee, replacing Susan Foisy.  Susan will still remain on committee.
 UCF Wayfinding and Sign Design Meeting:  Pauline Strauss attended this meeting as a guest to report back to council. 
·  Signage will be more consistent, font visible at a distance of 113 feet while driving.

· Gateway design at the university entrance will be a curved structure with UCF/Pegasus on both sides of the entrance with landscape improvements, columns along sides of the entrance, and pavers.  Digital kiosks (8) will be at all entrances to campus, bearing a curved design which was inspired by the Harris Engineering Building.

· Parking identification signs will designate the lot, color permit, use of pay station for visitor parking and parking meters.  Parking passes will be color coded. 

· Building identification signs will include the name of the building, function of the building, handicap access direction, and changeable sign panel.

Charter Committee

·  A MS word document presentation was presented showing the current charter along with the committee’s suggested changes for council members to review, and vote on in May whether or not to accept the purposed changes.  There was some discussion regarding item # 2 on page 4, term of service for officers, and item #4 on page 5, election of officers.
