·  Meeting called to order at 9:30 AM, by President, Darlene Bouley.

· Attendance:  Sign in sheet in lieu of roll call.

· Minutes for June approved with the revisions that were proposed.

Guest Speaker:  Beth Miller, American Heart Association

Ms. Miller shared information regarding “Start Heartwalk” which is a part of the American Heart Association’s new program, “Start”.  This program was created to help the people become less sedentary.  A “Lifestyle Change” award is available; interested parties may nominate a person, and they could be chosen for recognition during the Heartwalk that will be held at UCF on September 20, 2008.  Approximately, 5,000 people attend the Heartwalk at UCF, annually.  Orlando Harley Davidson will be attending to kick-off the walk this year; it begins at 7:30 AM.  Registering online with the American Heart Association to form your team page and collect donations electronically is recommended.

Speaker:  Martha Gedbaw, UCF Human Resources 
·  Ms. Gedbaw joined the meeting on behalf of Mark Roberts who was unable to attend.  Ms. Gedbaw shared information regarding the Annual Employee Awards event that is being held on campus, at the Student Union – Pegasus Ballroom, on July 28, 2008 from 3:00-5:00PM.  This year, the event will focus on generating good attendance and honoring the service of A&P and Staff employees.  Light refreshments will be served; this event if free to attend; no purchasing of tickets as in years past.
·  Ms. Gedbaw stated that there was no news to share regarding any plans for Layoff of UCF employees.  Ms. Gedbaw stated that Mark Roberts shared information with Darlene Bouley regarding the feedback from UCF Officials, as it pertains to the Research Committee’s additional meeting in June, per the Layoff Procedures document.
·  Ms. Gedbaw was asked by a Council member, if 4 day work weeks would be considered acceptable in light of budget cuts.  She stated that your department and HR can coordinate such scheduling with your department and Dean’s approval, if the work situation is conducive to flexible scheduling; not all areas of service on campus would be able to take advantage of flexible scheduling.  Ms. Gedbaw suggests speaking with your department and then contacting HR if this is something that you and your department would like to consider.

·  Kelly briefly talked about the flyers and brochures that the Marketing Committee generates and showed an example of a previous brochure regarding Staff Council membership.  

· Darlene added that the council will now begin marketing of a sterling silver UCF charm that has been created in partnership with Majestic Jewelers in Winter Park, FL.  The selling price will be $22.50, our cost is $10.00.  The council will need to take pre-orders for the charm, in the quantity of 100, before Majestic Jewelers will begin production.
