Human Resources Update:  Roxane Walton – HR Director of Operations

- Ms. Walton brought with her some of the regulations she thought would be of importance to the USPS staff: Layoff, Additional Compensation, Non-unit Grievance, Disciplinary Action, Employee Tuition Free Course Enrollment.

Charter Committee:
