· The LEP program reviews applications and recruits participants for the program each spring; the program lasts for 10 months, and they are looking for individuals who wish to continue growing in leadership skills while employed the University of Central Florida.

· Recruitment is open to Faculty, USPS, and A&P personnel.

· Persons selected to participate in the LEP program are assigned a Mentor to work with throughout the 10 months.  This program requires that participants meet on a monthly basis.
